Object: three components gas mixing unit.

As requested, we have prepared a price quotation for the construction of a three components gas mixing unit. 
Fig. 1 shows the P&I drawing.
Several options can be implemented. A summary of material and manpower costs is reported in Table I-V.

The price of the unit is estimated in 13889.6 CHF. 

If pressure regulators are needed 1048.3 CHF should be added.

Two versions are available for the mixture humidification:
· All manual					3376.0 CHF
· Using MFCs					7040.0 CHF 

Two versions are available for monitoring the humidity:
· HIH4000 based version (+/- 3.5% RH)	1000.0 CHF
· Vaisala DMT242 (+/- 2 C)			7040.0 CHF

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ANNEX 1: Sale terms and conditions



ARTICLE 1		SCOPE OF THE CONTRACT

1.1 The contract sets out the conditions under which CERN shall sell the Equipment, as described in Annex I, to the Purchaser.

1.2 	To the extent that they are not in conflict with the main body of this contract, the contract shall be executed in accordance with the following annexes, in decreasing order of priority, starting from the top:

1.2.2	CERN Arbitration procedure,

ARTICLE 2  		PRICE AND PAYMENT CONDITIONS 

2.1	The total price for the Equipment (hereafter referred to as the “Sales Price”) is:

(XXXX Swiss francs).

The Sales Price is net, firm and excluding taxes and custom duties. Any taxes or custom duties, which may be due, shall be borne by the Purchaser.

2.2	CERN shall sell the Equipment to the Purchaser under FCA – CERN site Meyrin conditions (Incoterms 2010).

2.3	The Purchaser shall pay CERN the Sales Price not later than 30 days before collecting the Equipment at CERN in accordance with Article 3.



ARTICLE 3		DELIVERY CONDITIONS

3.1	The Equipment will be packaged in an adequate manner by CERN and shall be picked up at CERN by the Purchaser or his representative subject to the signature of this contract by the Parties and receipt of the Sales Price by CERN.

3.2	Immediately upon receipt of the Equipment at his premises, the Purchaser shall make a visual inspection of the Equipment and may test it.

3.3	If as a result of such tests the Equipment proves to be in conformity with the agreed conditions, the Purchaser shall give, within 30 calendar days, written notice to CERN of his acceptance of the Equipment.

3.4	If as a result of such tests, the Equipment proves not to be in conformity with the agreed conditions, the Purchaser shall, within 30 calendar days from receipt date of the Equipment give a detailed written notice to CERN that the Equipment is not in conformity with the agreed conditions. 

3.5	In case the non-conformity proves to be attributable to CERN, the Purchaser will be entitled to return the Equipment to CERN. In such case, CERN shall reimburse the Purchaser the Sales Price paid by him. Otherwise the Purchaser shall not be entitled to request any reimbursement of the Sales Price from CERN.

3.6 	If, in accordance with Articles 3.3 and 3.4, the Purchaser fails to provide CERN a written notice within 30 calendar days from receipt date of the Equipment, the Equipment shall be deemed to be in conformity with the agreed condition and accepted by the Purchaser.



ARTICLE 4  		WARRANTIES AND LIABILITY

4.1	Except if agreed otherwise between the Parties, the Equipment is provided by CERN “as-is”, and CERN does not provide any express or implied warranties of any kind concerning the Equipment, including but not limited to non-infringement of rights of third parties, merchantability or fitness for a particular purpose. CERN does not accept any liability with regard thereto.


4.2	The Purchaser shall have sole responsibility for the use of the Equipment, and shall hold CERN free and harmless from, and compensate it for, any loss, damage or other liability resulting from the possession or use by the Purchaser of the Equipment, or by any other third party to whom the Purchaser has supplied the Equipment in whole or in part.


4.3	No Party shall be liable to the other Party for indirect or consequential 	damage. The liability shall in any case be limited to the amount paid by 	the Purchaser to CERN under this contract.


ARTICLE 5		AMENDMENTS

Any amendments to this contract shall be made in writing and signed by the authorised representatives of both Parties.


ARTICLE 6		COMPLIANCE WITH LAWS

The Purchaser shall comply with laws, and shall hold CERN free and harmless from and indemnify CERN for any loss or damage, including legal costs, arising from any infringement of laws by the Purchaser.



ARTICLE 7 		ENTRY INTO FORCE

This contract shall enter into force on the day of its signature by the authorized representatives of the Parties.


ARTICLE 8 		APPLICABLE LAW/DISPUTE RESOLUTION 

8.1 	This contract shall be interpreted in accordance with its true meaning and effect independently of any national or local law. Provided that if and insofar as this contract does not stipulate, or any of the terms and conditions are ambiguous or unclear reference shall be made to Swiss substantive law.

8.2	Any dispute arising from this contract, which cannot be settled amicably, shall be submitted to arbitration to be held in Geneva, Switzerland in accordance with the arbitration procedure enclosed hereto as Annex II.
